The Townhouse: If awards were
given for breathing exciting new life
into fine antique homes, 4 Pinckney
Street would certainly receive a gold
medal. This five-bedroom townhouse is
now ready for the future with elegant
upgrades and timeless classical 19th-
century architecture and appeal. Its
original character has been preserved,
but oh, you should see the smart Euro
luxury additions that would make this
four-story home a joy to live in for
today’s family.

First, imagine coming home to this
townhouse. You could drive right into
the attached single-car garage big
enough for a midsize car.
